Patty introduced new members Sherri Klaja, Membership chair, Pattie and Marty Vandenack Winter/Spring Concessions Co-Chairs.

Nonprofit status--501C3 status has been filed.  Cost of $850 will be required for IRS registration, and we are using CPA on Elk Trail.  GB Athletic Boosters Club will be new name with its own tax exempt letter. 
Patty will distribute a mailing with applications for Booster Club membership.  

Judy cleared with Matt Bowser to distribute booster club information at parent meetings for fall sports.  

There are some questions about who is admitted without charge to games when families get a booster membership.  Tina noticed that the district membership card includes parents and grandparents admission to games, as well as children not yet in high school.  Carl believes it applies to 2 adults, whether they be parents or grandparents. A draft membership form was reviewed and some changes made, most important was changing the name to GB Athletic  Boosters Club anywhere name is listed.  In addition, it was decided that parents must be members of GB Athletic Boosters Club by December 31 rather than Dec. 1, in order for students to apply for scholarships.  

Jodi will write an introductory letter to explain what the mailing is about.  The mailing will announce parking permit raffle for spots.  There will be a separate mailing for $50  premier football parking in the first 2 rows closest to field.  About 30 spots.  GBABC will mail a promotion to football parents.  Pattie Vandenack with forward information to Music booster chair to notify marching band parents. Spots will be awarded on a first come, first served basis. Forms available at registration too.
Pancake breakfast—we will order vinyl banners for pancake breakfast that can be reused each year.  It’s open to the public and we want to promote it to the community beyond high school.  $115 4 color/30 x 70 inches, printed one side.  Need fast turn- around.  Signs will be grommetted and will be posted in the ground.
Lisa Gracik, a football parent, has volunteered to coordinate the pancake breakfast.  

Pancake breakfast is August 21. Tina says we need to coordinate with Marta to take supplies out of storage and open the kitchen.  We also need to get extra donations because we are opening to the public.  Tina will provide a list of what was used last year.

Apparel--Judy moves to sell super fan shirts for $5.  Seconded  by Tina.  Approved.   We have an overstock of hats at cost of $8.  Consensus is to sell hats at $10 (rather than $20 price from last year.)
